REPAIRS TO ROOF OF AGHABULLOGUE CHURCH: The slate on Aghabullogue Church roof needs to be replaced in its entirety and work on this project should begin in mid-September and could take anything up to 6 weeks to complete. Some of the roof timbers may need replacement, but will certainly, from recent inspection, need treatment for woodworm and dry rot. Tenders for the work have been invited during the past week and the full extent of the cost of the work should be known in the next two weeks. Two local engineers, Richard Cahill and Robert Allen, will oversee the tendering process and the completion of the proposed works. The work will necessitate the closing of the church, for Health and Safety reasons, except for the Monday night Holy Hour, the Saturday Vigil and Sunday Masses, and any possible Funeral Masses. Further details on this will be given nearer the time. The two church ’Stations’ have also been brought forward, so as not to clash with the work programme. The possibility of improving the lighting in Aghabullogue church will also be addressed in the near future.
